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Some central topics on the benefits and difficulties in the organizations of professionals in mathematics education are: 

a. Relationship with the organizations of the mathematicians. 

b. Existence based on and responds to deficiencies of the educational systems and the formation of teachers. 

c. Lack of attention of the sindical organizations to academic problems and issues.  

d. Attention to new conceptions on the collegiate work. 

e. Training necessity in the use calculation means or communication in the teaching (manipulatives, calculators, computers, and other). 

f. Necessity to assist to the diversity and the multicuturality of learners

g. Little influence of teachers in the educational reformations. 

h. Necessity to respond to the challenges of the globalization like cultural and political phenomena. 

Of these aspects we explain and discuss international groups as InterAmerican Committee of Mathematical Education (IACME or CIAEM in Spanish), Regional Committee of ICMI, and the FISEM (Federación Iberoamericana de Sociedades de Educación Matemática, in Spanish; Ibero-American Federation of Societies of Mathematical Education, in english) Iberoamerican organization mathematics teachers societies and mathematics educators.
