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In this presentation we are going to present the two main maths teachers associations in France and try to show the link between the associations and education researches through examples of researches conducted both by associations and group of researchers. 

The first and older maths teachers association (APMEP) is concerned about the contents of maths education as well as teaching methods and plays a part in continuing education; it also wants to give value to the mathematics as a tool to understand the world instead of a selection tool.
The second and important teacher’s association is more recent and was created on the idea of sharing resources between teachers using technologic tools.

We will develop some examples of collaboration between associations and researchers to show the possible links, the difficulties and the consequences in the field of education’s research.
